Note: This tool is designed to strip 45 Mil to 110 Mil XLPE and EPR insulations. Insure that the
proper cutting head (bushing) has been selected for the wire you are using. Both tools use the
same bushings.

Operating Instructions:

1. Select wire to strip.

2. Insert wire into correctly sized bushing opening on the tool.

3. Place one hand around the cable at the place where you want the tool to stop stripping.

4. With the other hand, rotate the tool around the cable, using a slight forward pressure, and
continue to rotate the tool until it reaches your other hand. This will stop the tool from moving
down the cable.

5. Continue rotating the tool until it stops cutting the insulation (do not reverse the turning
direction). The insulation should fall away from the tool.

6. Now the tool should spin freely on the cable against your hand.

7. Remove the tool from the cable.
